Research Areas:
My areas of interest and research, which come to be fruition in critical writing, writing articles to artists' castalogs and in exhibitions that I curate, are:

Traditional Jewish Representations:
The use of symbols and images from traditional Jewish origins in the art of religious and secular Israeli artists and the ways in which they are being changed and disrupted by them. For example the use of ritual postures and religious canonical texts, in the work of Ruth Kestenbaum Ben-Dov. 
The Holocaust in Art by the Second Generation:
Exploring the different aspects in which the Holocaust is redefined by Israeli artist from the second generation. Looking into the changes regaurding the collective memory; from images of victims and mythologyzing to images of "banality of the evil" and concreteness of the Holocaust. For Example: Natan Nuhi, Simha shirman and Roy Rozen).
Identity Symbols in Israeli Art:

Seeking the origins of prominent identity symbols, and the transformation of their meanings in the artwork of various artists (representations of soldiers, pioneers, flag, map, marked landscapes). In addition I'm looking into the process of "emptying" the original meanings and diverting them into new, critical and ironic ones. For Example: Avishay EAyal, Michael Segan Cohen.
Palestinian-Israeli Art:
Examining the ways in which the Arab minority sound their "other" voice, and encode their complicated   and contradictory messages about their identities. For example: the works of Assam Abu-Shakra, Farrid Abu-Shakra and Assad Azzi; Curated Exhibitions of "Kol Ishma'el" and "Kol Ha'cavod".
Fiber Art:

Studying the ways in which Israeli Fiber Artists deals with identity representations by using traditional techniques. For example: Miriam Bruke-Cohen, Illanna Ravek, Sara Nissim and Linda Bar-On.
